SUBJECT: Fire Department Honor Guard Items  
 
 

ORIGIN 

A request was received from the Woods Harbour Shag Harbour Volunteer Fire Department (WHSHFD) for 
the Municipality to purchase various honor guard items to be accessible to the departments when 
needed. 

BACKGROUND 

After the sudden passing last year of long-time WHSHFD Chief, Gordie Ross, the Department thought it 

would be valuable to have honor guard items easily accessible for municipal fire departments to use in a 

time of need. When Gordie passed, the Department scrambled to find honor guard items for the funeral, 

making the situation even more stressful than it already was. 

DISCUSSION 

As noted in the attached letter, the Department is requesting that a bell, an honor guard kit and a large 

Canada flag be purchased. After receiving the request, I asked for input from the other fire departments 

and they also believe that it would be good to have these items available for future use. They suggested 

that the items be kept in a display case in a prominent place in the Municipal Administrative Centre. 

The fire chiefs also voiced that this would be as good or better show of appreciation as having a banquet. 

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS 

The cost to purchase the items would be approximately $2,500. We did not budget for this purchase, 

however we did budget $4,000 for a banquet that will not be able to happen due to current COVID-19 

restrictions. Therefore, the cost of the items could be purchased with that unused budget amount.
